SEND Review Meetings
On Wednesday 3" December, | will

be available to speak to parents who
would like to discuss their child’s
needs further. These appointments
are not just for parents whose child is
on the SEND register but is for any
parent who may have SEND concerns
about their child. If you haven’t
already signed up for an
appointment, please ring the school
office.

This term, parents evening will be taking place on
Tuesday 26" November. At this meeting, your
child’s first SEND review for this school year will
take place. Your child’s Autumn term targets will
be shared (Plan) and the provision that has been
put in place in order for your child to achieve their
targets. (Do). Your child’s class teacher will then
discuss the outcomes of the targets (Review and
Assess) and share next steps for the Spring term.
At these meetings, it is a great opportunity to ask

any questions and discuss any concerns you may

have.
